Preparations for the Science Fair began again last 

month. The Fifth Annual Science Fair was held over 4 

days, starting on Sunday 1
st

 May and going through to 

Wednesday 4th May. 

All Primary students at M.I.S. participated in the 

Science Fair; from Kindergarten up to grade 6, but at 

various difficulty levels.  Students from grades 4 to 6 

were expected to do an individual experiment project 

in their own time at home while students from 

Kindergarten to grade 3 were assisted by their Science 

teacher to create their Science Fair experiments in the 

classroom. The Fair was a great success with the 

students bringing in some amazing work.  You may 

have seen the coverage in the local press.

 April to 

all prospective parents and families who wished to 

enrol at MIS in the future.
